Punchinello and the Most Marvelous Gift: 30min. for ages 3-11. As the Wemmicks prepare for the Maker-Day Festival, everyone wants to make a contribution.  But when Punchinello accidentally ruins the festival, the Wemmicks realize that Maker-Day isn’t about them – it’s about the Maker.  This book is a refreshing reminder for those who sometimes find the holiday season a distraction from the real meaning of Christmas.  
The Legend of the Candy Cane: 42min. for all ages. In this wonderfully animated program you’ll discover a fascinating story of hope and the hidden meaning of a favorite Christmas candy - the candy cane. Based on the best-selling book by the same name, this recreated and expanded version will introduce you to a wonderful cast of characters that you’re sure to love.  

The Littlest Angel: 76min. for all ages. The Littlest Angel is a heart-warming story of a young shepherd boy Michael, played by Johnny Whitaker ("Family Affair"), who suffers a fatal accident and winds up in heaven. Upon arriving in heaven, he is assigned a guardian Angel, Patience (Gwynne) who tries to assist his adjustment to his new life. 
Patience allows Michael to return to earth to retrieve his most prized possession, a simple box filled with a few simple keepsakes from his life on earth. When he returns, he learns that God has decided to send His son to be born in Bethlehem and all the angels are being invited to give a gift to the Christ child. But Michael has nothing to give, except his simple box. He is afraid it is an unworthy gift, but he learns otherwise.
The special Christmas Gift: 48min. for ages 3-8: When the power goes out on Christmas Eve, it's the worst thing imaginable for a family of mice who live a very high-tech, fast-paced life. But Grandma and Grandpa seize the opportunity to tell them magical/musical story of a Christmas when he was young . . . and the best Christmas gift ever given.

Christmas in Happy Forest (VT1006) 25min: The animals in Happy Forest learn a valuable lesson that love can truly change the world.
Christmas Is (VT1007) 18min: You will travel with Benji to discover what it is about Christmas that keeps the joy and excitement alive year after year.  
A Christmas Story (VT1308) 30min: (Quigley’s Village Series) Everyone learns that Christmas is more important than just getting presents.

Spunky’s First Christmas (VT1816) 30min: After being lost, Spunky discovers the experience of Christmas for the first time.  This is a loveable story of faith, love and hope.
Star for Jeremy, A (VT2283) 22min: In this animated story, a little boy, Jeremy and a tiny star, Stan, have their Christmas wishes come true.
Star of Bethlehem (VT2285) 13min: This video uses animated silhouettes against a background of colorful art work to visualize the story.
Toy that saved Christmas (VT1583) 30min (Veggie Tale series): Nebby K. Nezzer disguises himself as Santa Claus.  He proclaims he has a doll which tells the true meaning of Christmas.  Kids all over town want this doll for Christmas.  When they open their Christmas presents, the doll only speaks of greed and consumerism.  Does Nezzer's plan succeed?
Welcome The Savior (VT1011) 18min: Traveling alone on a starry night, two orphans hear angels singing. They are certain it is a night of miracles.
Welcome the Stranger (VT0273) 18min: Two children walk along a strange road at night, hungry and frightened.  Suddenly angels appear. This experience changes the children’s lives.
Why Christmas Tree Aren’t Perfect (VT0870) 25min: One very special Christmas, Small Pine, a young tree who had big hopes, and his friends learn that the real joy of Christmas comes from giving  of ourselves to help others.

Birth of Jesus (VT1636) 30min (In the Beginning Series): The ancient prophecies of the Old Testament are fulfilled through the birth of the Messiah, Jesus of Nazareth, in a stable in Bethlehem. 

Charlie’s Christmas Secret (VT1637) 24min: Charlie finds the Christmas spirit by caring and giving of himself, changing the lives of those he encounters, and of his own family as well.
Charlie’s Project (VT1638) 24min: Charlie would like a dog, but his parents won't let him have one.  Charlie meets Arfie, a stray dog that he is fond of.
Christmas Messenger (VT2208) 25min: Every Christmas- so goes the legend- an angel returns to earth to listen to the carols which are to Him the continuing echoes of His message.

Keeper of the Peace: A Christmas story (VT2445) 22min: Marcus, a young Roman soldier, and Ruth, an old Jewish woman, stumble upon each other, unaware that his chance encounter will change both their lives.  The birth of Christ is the greatest gift of all time, but only through forgiveness and reconciliation can Marcus and Ruth find the true Keeper of the Peace.  
My Favorite Christmas (VT1640) 24min: My Favorite Christmas is about the Christmas miracle that happens in all of us- the story of how the last thing we'd ever want could be the one thing we need the most.  
True Christmas Story: Herod The Great, Jesus the King (VT2543)  25min: Travel to the land of Israel to discover fascinating truths about the events surrounding the birth of Jesus.  Ray Vander Laan weaves the archaeological evidence with biblical teachings and the historical record to contrast two kings: Herod and Jesus who lived in Israel in the first century.





For Families
The Best Christmas Pageant Ever (VT0359) 60min: The Herdmans are the dirtiest and nastiest kids you would ever want to meet.  They have decided that they will be in this year's Christmas pageant. 

Christmas Across America (VT2278) 40min: This is a musical portrait depicting some of the ways this most holy and joyous of holidays is celebrated in the United States.
Donkey’s Tale (VT2374) 15min: Our narrator is Moshe, the donkey that Jesus rode into Jerusalem on Plam Sunday.  He leads us through the events surrounding Jesus' life.
Grandma’s Ornament (VT2284) 14min: This is a story of Amy who learns a special Christmas message with loving help from Grandma.
Lighting The Way (VT1814) 25min: This is a multi-cultural video featuring four young people who share in the celebration of each of their holiday; Kwanzaa, La Posada, Hanukkah and Christmas. 

Mr. Krueger’s Christmas (VT0672)  25min: Mr. Kruger is having a monologue with the biblical figures of the creche scene.
Preparing for Christmas (VT2181) 60min: This is an Advent program for the whole family.  Scripture stories and music are done with warmth and charm.

Stable Boy’s Christmas (VT0674) 27min: Ten-year-old Tammy hopes to keep the doll under the Christmas tree that is meant for her cousin.  Through a fantasy, we are taken back to Bethlehem to see the little stable boy's act of unselfish love when he gives the Christ child his pet lamb.
Truce in the Forest (VT2308) 38min: Based on the true story that took place in Germany during World War II.  On Christmas Eve, two groups of young soldiers become separated from their units. Tired and lost, they seek food and shelter at the same cabin. Gerta Braun, the German housewife persuades all the soldiers to lay down their weapons outside the home in honor of the Savior's birth.
The Visitor (VT2371) 33min: This is an adaptation of Tolstoy's short story "Where Love Is."  Martin the Cobbler is struggling with personal tragedy.
