LIVING THE QUESTIONS: Eclipsing
Empire: Paul, Rome, and the Kingdom
of God (DVD 0642)
Join preeminent New Testament
scholars Marcus Borg and John
Dominic Crossan on location in Tur-
key as they trace the Apostle Paul’s
footsteps through-
out the Roman Em-
pire. This 12-ses-
sion DVD and web-
based study ex-
plores fresh in-
sights into Paul’s
message of the King-
dom of God, its challenge to Roman
imperial theology, and the apostle’s
radical relevance for today.

Eclipsing Empire includes down-
loadable and printable leader and par-
ticipant guides with weekly readings
and discussion questions. Each ses-
sion may be conducted in one hour or
expanded to include a meal and per-
sonal sharing. Each 20-minute video
segment features a brief travelogue on
a location significant for the study of
Paul. The flexible DVD and resource
materials can be used in variety of
class, retreat, and other formats.  The
themes for the twelve sessions are:
